2 - And thou Bethlehem, out of thee shall He come forth unto Me that is to be the ruler in Israel ... from the days of eternity. <Micheas 5:2>
3 - And there were in the same country shepherds watching. And behold an angel of the Lord stood by them. <Luke 2:8, 9>
4 - And the angel said to them: Fear not; for, behold, I bring you good tidings of great joy, that shall be to all the people.

3 - And not finding Him, they returned into Jerusalem, seeking Him. And it came to pass, that, after three days, they found Him in the temple. <Luke 2:45, 46>
4 - He was sitting in the midst of the doctors, hearing them, and asking them questions.

5 - And all that heard Him were astonished at His wisdom and His answers. <Luke 2:47>
6 - Son, why hast Thou done so to us? Behold thy father and I have sought Thee sorrowing. 
<Luke 2:48>
7 - How is it that you sought Me? Did you not know, that I must be about My Father's business? 
<Luke 2:49>
8 - And they understood not the word that He spoke unto them. <Luke 2:50>
9 - And He went down with them, and came to Nazareth, and was subject to them. <Luke 2:51>
10 - And His mother kept all these words in her heart. <Luke 2:51>
